Visit to Hatton Country World

us to talk about the animals we see. We will also have a picnic together and hope to go on the play 
equipment. I’m sure it will be a very fun day!  
 
In conforming with the Governors' Policy on Charges for School Activities we are asking for a voluntary 
contribution of £23.50 per child (£11.75 per child in receipt of Pupil Premium*), which includes return 
coach travel. We hope you will be able to make a donation although no child will be excluded if they are  
unable to make a contribution. However, the school reserves the right to cancel the trip if money is 
insufficient to cover costs. Please make payment by Friday 17th April via School Money. 
  
The coach will leave school at 9.30am and will return by the end of school. The children must:  

• wear school uniform tops (polo shirt with a jumper/cardigan) with leggings or jogging bottoms 
and trainers 

• bring a waterproof coat if the weather will be rainy 

• wear 8 hour suncream and bring a sun hat if it will be sunny 

• bring a packed lunch and a drink (more information below) 
 

The children will need to bring a packed lunch in a disposable bag (no lunch boxes please as everything 
will be thrown away after lunch), with a drink and a separate drink of water for break time and put in a 
small backpack, which your child will carry with them. They will not require a snack as we will be taking 
fruit with us. 
 
The school kitchen can cater packed lunches for school trips. Packed lunches will be provided in a re-
usable lunchbox which needs to be returned to school.  
 
Any packed lunches need to be ordered via the school office by Thursday 30th April.
